OASBO SCHOLARSHIP FUND 
 
The OASBO Board of Directors has established two  Scholarships to be awarded 
annually in the year of graduation from a secondary school to a son or daughter of an 
Active member of the Association. 

 
The student must  be enrolling  in a Canadian university or college in a full-time course of study leading to a 
degree or diploma which is related to business operations. 
 
The amount of the scholarship is a maximum of $2000.  The amount of the individual scholarship is decided by 
the OASBO Executive Committee.  
 
CRITERIA: 

1. The Scholarship is awarded for academic excellence. 
2. Applicants must have a minimum average of 75% achievement in the six (6) highest Grade 12 or 

OAC credits obtained. 
3. Applicants must be able to demonstrate that they made a significant contribution as a member of 

their school and community. 
4. Business operation include, but not limited to such areas as business degrees, administrative 

studies, law, computers, planning, accounting, urban studies and human relations, etc. 
5. The awarding of the Scholarship may not necessarily be made each year. 

 
PROCEDURE: 

1. The applicant submits an application accompanied by a letter of reference from the principal and 
one other person of the school.  Deadline for receipt is the second week in July. 

2. The OASBO Executive will review the applications and make a selection by September.  
3. The winner(s) of the Scholarship will be published in the Association’s newsletter, The Advocate. 

 
Please forward one copy of the application to OASBO by the deadline date (2nd Friday in July) and attached the 
following documentation: 
 

1. Covering letter 
2. Certified transcripts of marks received with a minimum average of 75% achievement in the 6 highest 

Grade 12 or OAC credits. 
3. Letter of reference from principal of secondary school attended in graduating year. 
4. Other letter(s) of reference. 
5. Resume supporting the application.
